Jez has been working on this for a while and thpgse of
our visit was to appreciate the capabilities of Y36 and
to see the changes he has made. We were firsthyrslao
promotional DVD which not only demonstrated what th
lathe can do but also how versatile and robuslate is.
After refreshments, Jez explained that not only hadeen
working on the electronic controls but had redes@yand
improved certain aspects of the lathe. Jez wernb@how
us what improvements he had made and then explaioed
and why he had made these changes.

Jez then mounted a large piece of wood onto thee laf
